How do you combat this? You need an Internet Security System. This might sound 

complicated but your internet security system will be quite straight-forward, being 

comprised of just 2 - 3 internet security products. The first and most critical element 

of your internet security system is anti-virus software. If you don't have up-to-date 

anti-virus software on your PC, you're asking for trouble. 300 new viruses appear 

each month and if you're not constantly protecting your system against this threat, 

your computer will become infected with at least one virus. 

Anti-virus software can only protect your computer from viruses trying to infect it 

via e-mail, CD-Rom, floppy disk, word documents or other types of computer files.  

Anti-virus software alone will not keep your computer 100% safe.  You also need to 

use firewall software. Data is sent through the ports which are on your computer. 

Firewall software watches these ports to make sure that only safe communication is 

happening between your computer and other computers online. If it sees something 

dangerous happening, it blocks that port to make sure your computer stays safe 

from the person who is trying to hack into your system.

Rtn. Munish Jauhar cautioned about the pitfalls in IT.  He said it is possible for anyone 

to hack into any websites. One has to use the internet carefully and judiciously. 

Munish stressed that we have to type in URLs correctly. If one mis-spells it, he may 

land himself into a fake website which would appear as real as the original one. Such 

mistakes could be dangerous if you perform online transactions. Even your 

password can be stolen by the hackers and they could even manipulate your 

transactions.
